Safety Signals

Make eye contact and gain the child’s attention
Provide a warning (e.g. 5 more minutes)

State the ending activity and the activity to
follow (e.g. 2 more minutes with computer,
then clean up)

Give the child several countdowns (e.g. 2
more times, 1 more time, all done)

Use visuals, photographs, or objects to
represent the next activity

May use a timer for countdown

Patterns of timing for rewarding behaviors

Intermittent schedules:

Ratio: reward the child after they perform the desired
behavior a pre-determined number of times

interval: reward the child the first time they perform
the behavior in a set amount of time

Response-duration: reward the child for continuously
performing the desired behavior for a set amount of
time
Thinning — slowly decrease the number of
rewards
Helps Decrease Dependence on Reinforcement
